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Part II. Technical Information 

Rules: Championships will be held according to the appropriate parts of World Para Swimming Rules 
and Regulations, in according these Entry information and appropriate national rules and 
regulations for the Czech Cup in Para Swimming 2018. Competition is open for classes S1 – S14.  

Competition System: Competition will take place in one (1) day and will be split into two (2) sessions. Competition 
format is based on timed finals. All classes will be seeded into the heats in according to entered 
times, gender separately. There will be multi-disability ranking by point score system of 
KONTAKT bB (since 2017 is used system of German Paralympic Swimming according to the 
relevant class, all age groups, men and women together). Relays will be seeded according to 
entered times. The relays will be held in according to the Czech Cup rules and relays results will 
not be the part of the results sent to World Para Swimming.  

There will be medal ceremonies by the swimming pool for every single individual event’s best 
three results according to points in the score system. Only those events with at least 6 
competitors will be awarded, in events with less than 6 competitors only the achievement of 350 
points and more according to the score system will be awarded. As a part of the Official Awards 
Ceremonial, there will be the victory ceremony for the “KONTAKT bB Duathlon” (the sum of two 
best points’ results from individual events according to the score system, men and women 
together) in four age groups. The age groups are: U11 (born in 2008 and younger), U15 (born 
between 2004 – 2007), U 19 (born between 2000 – 2003) and Open (all age groups). Swimmers 
on first three (3) places will get medal and diploma. The results of official individual events will be 
sent to World Para Swimming to be entered to the world rankings for swimmers with IPC SDMS 
registration. 

Classification:  Proper classification (international or national) is required for participation at this competition. If 
your swimmers have no classification, you can enter them into our classification and they can 
obtain our national classification (it is not official international classification). The head of 
classification is Jana Svarcova, for many years the international classifier of IPC Swimming. The 
classification will be held on Friday 1st June 2018 – schedule will be announced according to the 
number of swimmers entered for classification. The classification fee is 100 €. The organizer 
reserves the right to limit the number of swimmers for classification. 

Protest:  Protest must be submitted by team leader only to the referee written on the World Para 
Swimming protest form within 30 minutes following the publication of the official results together 
with the deposit of 20 €. If the Protest is upheld, the deposit shall be returned. If the Protest is 
rejected, the deposit remains with the organizer.
